Health and Safety
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B Use adhesive to attach replacement panels to asbestos-containing materials.
B Seal the cavity and provide adequate fire barriers.
B Warn the building owner about the presence of asbestos-containing material,

S0 it can be managed properly.

Cleaning and disposal

B Clean the equipment and the area with damp rags.
B Put debris, used rags and other waste in the asbestos waste container and

tape it closed.

B Put the asbestos waste container in a clear polythene sack and tape it closed.

Clearance and checking off

B Visually inspect the area to make sure that it has been cleaned properly.
B Clearance air sampling is not normally required.
B Get the premises owner, duty-holder or client to check off the job.
